LAW AND PROTECTIVE SERVICES

Occupations





Arbitrator - decides disputes between people or groups who do not agree


Correctional officer - guards inmates in prisons or jails


Emergency Medical Technician – gives immediate care to injured persons and transports them to medical facilities


Firefighter – responds to fires and other emergency situations


Judge – hears and decides legal cases in court


Lawyer – conducts criminal and civil lawsuits, prepares legal documents, advises clients on their legal rights, argues cases in court


Parole officer – supervises people who have been released from prison


Police officer – keeps order, protects lives and property, and investigates crime


Sheriff’s deputy – keeps public order, protects lives and property, and investigates crime in a county or other large region
