Air Traffic Controller – coordinates the movement of planes in the air


Airline Pilot – flies airplanes and helicopters

Logistics Manager – oversees distribution operations


Material Moving Equipment Operator – uses machinery to move heavy boxes, crates, and drum containers

School Bus Driver – drives a school bus to take students to and from school


Truck Driver – transports goods from producers to resellers or consumers


Vehicle Mechanic – performs maintenance, makes repairs, and completes inspections
