TEACHER OF THE YEAR
The ACGA Teacher of the Year Award is presented annually to a Career Orientation teacher who has made an outstanding contribution to Career Orientation and career and technical education.  A CO teacher can receive the award only one time in a five-year period.

The ACGA Teacher of the Year is selected using the following process:

· Nominations will be made by administrators and CO teachers.

· Nominations must be sent to the Office of Career Guidance, Exploration, and Preparation by April 15.  

· CO teachers must be members of ACGA

· Nominees will be asked to submit a Teacher of the Year application, provided by the State Supervisor's office, that includes the following information:

A.  PROFESSIONAL MEMBERSHIPS AND CONTRIBUTIONS 

B.  EDUCATION, TRAINING, AND EXPERIENCE

C.  CIVIC AND COMMUNITY INVOLVEMENT
D.  PROGRAM EFFECTIVENESS

E.  PROGRAM DESCRIPTION
· A committee consisting of CO teachers and administrators will select the ACGA Teacher of the Year based on the submitted applications.
