Community Service Project

Contest Guidelines

The Arkansas Career Guidance Association (ACGA) will sponsor the Community Service Project for any career guidance program.

The following guidelines will be used to select the winning project:

1. The community service project must be identified and developed as a group or individual project during the current school year.

2. The project must be submitted by a member of the Arkansas Career Guidance Association.

3. The project must be submitted to the Career Guidance Conference to be judged by a committee of teachers and ACGA officers.

4. Community Service Project Requirements:

· The project can be designed to meet either an internal (within the school) or external (outside the school) need (problem).

· The need must be clearly outlined and documented.

· The outcome must be clearly documented

· The project must be presented in a three ring binder containing between 20 and 40 pages counted front and back.

· The project must be submitted in written form and/or scrapbook form.  The submission can include photos, letters of appreciation, newspaper clippings, graphs/charts and other visual documentation

· Plastic sheet protectors must be used to protect all pages

· Each section should be separated by labeled tabs.
5. Community service projects will be judged on the following criteria:

· Documentation of Need

· Description of proposed solution with timeline

· Documentation of implementation

· Scope of outcome
