Definition Jumbles

NAME OF ACTIVITY
UNIT:

Introduction to the World of Work
TASK:

Define terms related to work and career orientation.
ACTIVITY TYPE:
SCANS 
APPROXIMATE TIME:
One class period or less
MATERIALS:
Terms and definition jumble strips (see explanation in procedure)
PROCEDURE:

1. Prepare terms and definition jumble strips.  Use a large font and a different color for each term.  Laminate each page.  Cut the terms and definitions into strips, making sure that each strip has only one or two words on it.  An example follows this page. 
2. Divide the class into teams.  Make sure that you have at least as many terms as you have teams.

3. Distribute a different jumble strip to each team.

4. Instruct each team to assemble the jumble strips to form the correct definition for the vocabulary term.

5. When the team has the correct definition, each member should copy the term and definition in his/her CO notebook.

6. Exchange jumbles until all terms have been defined.

ENRICHMENT:
After all terms have been defined, remove one of the jumble strips from each definition.  Ask students to complete the definition, filling in the missing part of the definition.  Continue to remove the jumble strips until only the term is left.
