UNIT:

Introduction to the World of Work
TASK:

Identify reasons why people work (functions of work).
ACTIVITY TYPE:
SCANS
APPROXIMATE TIME:
One to two class periods
MATERIALS:
Pencil, white paper (½ sheet), poster board (approximately 5” x 6”), markers or colored pencils, jute cord or yarn to hang from ceiling
PROCEDURE:

1. Secure all materials needed.

2. Discuss reasons why people work.  Ask students what they think will be their most important personal reasons for working.  

3. Instruct students to pencil sketch their face onto ½ sheet paper and then transfer to the poster board.

4. Use markers or colored pencils to finalize the facial features.

5. Have students cut the face out, color the back, and write their dream career on the front of the neck or on the shoulders.

6. Display from the ceiling.
