Job Tree

UNIT:

Introduction to the World of Work
TASK:

Identify reasons why people work (functions of work).
ACTIVITY TYPE:
SCANS, Integration
APPROXIMATE TIME:
One class period
MATERIALS:
Worksheet with a tree (such as a genealogy tree).  Students may make their own “job” tree.
PROCEDURE:

1. Ask students to fill out their job tree for parents, grandparents, and siblings (if applicable).  Encourage students to complete the job tree for as many generations as possible.  

2. Have students describe the “patterns” they see and how those patterns relate to their career interests.  They may see connections between education, historical events, geographical locations, and other factors.

3. Ask students to try to think of reasons why certain patterns exist.

4. Relate the jobs on the job tree to career clusters.

ENRICHMENT:
Discuss genealogy with students.  Have students research the kinds of skills and tasks that relate to careers in genealogy.
