“WOW” Posters

NAME OF ACTIVITY
UNIT:

Introduction to the World of Work
TASK:

Identify reasons why people work (functions of work).
ACTIVITY TYPE:
SCANS 
APPROXIMATE TIME:
One or two class periods
MATERIALS:
Plain white paper or tag board, magazines for cutting out pictures, scissors, markers, glue or rubber cement
PROCEDURE:

1. Secure all needed materials.

2. Discuss with students the different reasons that people work.  

3. Divide students into small groups.  Go over strategies for working in small groups.

4. Instruct students to locate and cut out pictures in magazines that represent the different functions or reasons for working.  For example, a trophy or ribbon might represent the need for recognition.  Have students create a poster that illustrates at least five different functions or reasons for working.  Make sure that students label each picture with an explanation of the function or reason it represents. 

5. Have each group present its poster to the rest of the class.

6. As with all team or cooperative activities, give students time to “process” their effectiveness as a team.
