TASK:

Describe the effects of a global economy in relation to the world of work.
ACTIVITY TYPE:
Cultural Diversity
APPROXIMATE TIME:
1 or 2 day
MATERIALS:

PROCEDURE:

1. Ask the students where they think the items around their house are produced. Ask the students where they think their shirts were produced. 
2. Discuss global economy and how many products we buy are produced in other countries.
3. In teams of two, have the students check the tags in their shirts to see where they were produced. Write their findings on the board in a chart. 
4. For homework, ask the students to complete the worksheet attached. The students will list at least 20 items and find out where it was made. The student should record their findings in a table.
