PROCEDURE:

1. Begin by brainstorming etiquette concerns. For example: shaking hands, eye contact, how to address a person. Write the concerns on the board.

2. Pass out the International Etiquette Handout or use http://www.executiveplanet.com/. Assign a country to a pair of students. Allow the class time to prepare and practice their business etiquette situation.
3. Have the students to role play an international business etiquette situation.
ENRICHMENT: Discuss the customs of different countries. Ask the students why it is important to prepare for business etiquette in different countries. If available, use a guest speaker who engages in international business travel.
