Foreign Travel Arrangements
UNIT:

Introduction to the World of Work
TASK:

Describe the effects of a global economy in relation to the world of work.

ACTIVITY TYPE:
SCANS, Integration
APPROXIMATE TIME:
Three class periods
MATERIALS:
Computer with Internet Access
PROCEDURE:

1. Divide students into groups of two and assign a country.  Example: Germany, Japan, France, Italy, Spain, China, Australia, United Kingdom, and Mexico.
2. The students will have to prepare a professional trip to their country. They will need to make arrangements to leave their hometown in time to catch their flight and they will have a reasonable budget for a five day trip. 
3. The students will compile the information for each country and may include: geography, religious beliefs, social customs and family structure, government and political structure, names and titles of prominent government leaders, major holidays and historical events.

4. The students will price airline tickets, hotel reservations and car rental using the Internet.

5. Ask students to share the information found. Discuss why it is important to be aware of travel in different countries in a global economy.
