POPs Posters

NAME OF ACTIVITY
UNIT:

Introduction to the World of Work
TASK:

Discuss the importance of a positive attitude.
ACTIVITY TYPE:
SCANS
APPROXIMATE TIME:
One to two class periods


MATERIALS:
Poster board, markers, scissors, collection of motivational or inspirational sayings
PROCEDURE:

1. Secure all needed materials.  This activity is especially effective at the beginning of the school year.
2. Discuss with students the importance of a positive attitude.  Emphasize that eighty percent of all young workers who lose their jobs lose them because of poor attitudes.  As part of a class discussion have students construct a T-chart to contrast the differences between a positive attitude and a negative attitude.

3. Divide students into small groups.  Go over strategies for working in small groups.

4. Instruct students to create a poster that describes the traits that reflect a positive attitude.  (EX: “A person with a positive attitude smiles easily.”)  Students could also use motivational or inspirational sayings.  Some students may want to create their own motivational message.

5. Ask students to display the messages on a “POP” (Positive Outlook Poster).  Encourage students to make the  “POPs” neat, creative, and colorful.

6. Obtain permission to display the “POPs” throughout the school or in other classrooms.

ENRICHMENT:
Have students create and conduct a school-wide survey to determine if the displayed posters affected students’ attitudes.  Instruct students to create a graph that shows the results of the survey.  Ask students:

· Is it harder to change actions or attitudes?  Why?
· Why is it important to develop a positive attitude at a young age?
