UNIT:

Self-Awareness
TASK:

Relate personality traits to the world of work.
ACTIVITY TYPE:
SCANS
APPROXIMATE TIME:
Two class periods
MATERIALS:
Pencil, white paper, construction paper, black pen or marker, scissors, markers for additional color (if desired)
PROCEDURE:

1. Secure all materials.

2. Discuss personality traits.  Ask students to list 25 personal qualities (adjectives that describe them).  Encourage students to use “grown-up” adjectives.

3. Instruct students to pencil sketch personal name (first or last name).  Encourage students to be creative–use bubble or block letters, or other shapes.

4. Have students choose their favorite color of construction paper and draw the name they sketched, then cut around it.

5. Students then outline the letters and use black ink to write twenty of the twenty-five qualities around it.

6. Students may want to add other color or decorations to further personalize their “name.”

ENRICHMENT:
Display names in the room and allow students to view each other’s work.  Ask students if they discovered other personal qualities they might want to develop.
