TASK:

Relate personality traits to the world of work.
ACTIVITY TYPE:
Integration
APPROXIMATE TIME:
One to two class periods
MATERIALS:
Paper and pen
PROCEDURE:

1. Consider the option of working with the English teacher to have students write the draft in CO and the final copy of this assignment in English.  Perhaps students can receive a grade in both classrooms for the assignment–content for CO and mechanics for English.  
2. Give students a list of personality traits.  Discuss the meanings of any traits that they are not familiar with.  Have students give examples that demonstrate they understand the terminology.

3. Instruct students to relate their personality traits to a career that they desire.

4. Encourage students to use as many of the personality traits as possible to describe themselves.

5. Have students write at least two pages handwritten or one page typed using the personality traits to describe why the career they have chosen would be appropriate.  Remind students to use specific examples and descriptions.

ENRICHMENT:
Post students’ papers or have students share their reports so other students can see how different personalities may require different careers.
