TASK:

Relate personality traits to the world of work.
ACTIVITY TYPE:
SCANS
APPROXIMATE TIME:
One or two class periods
MATERIALS:
Pencil, paper, markers, list of personality traits
PROCEDURE:

1. Secure all materials needed.

2. Discuss personality traits with students.  Make sure they understand all terms.

3. Have students circle twenty traits that describe them or have them come up with their own traits.

4. On a sheet of unlined paper have students print their first name in large, decorative letters or shapes.

5. Using each letter of their name, select a trait that describes their personality.

6. Encourage students to decorate their names.  

7. Have the class suggest careers that would fit the different personality traits.
