Decision-Making Baseball

NAME OF ACTIVITY
UNIT:

Making Decisions
TASK:

Define terms related to making decisions.
ACTIVITY TYPE:
SCANS, Integration
APPROXIMATE TIME:
One class period
MATERIALS:
Strips of paper with questions related to decision-making (different levels of difficulty), transparency of a baseball diamond
PROCEDURE:

1. Divide class into two teams.  Go over the rules of “baseball” with the students.  

2. Each “batter” selects a question.  Have the questions divided by level of difficulty.  The easiest questions are a single.  The most difficult are a home run.  

3. If a student misses a question, it is put back in the box and the team is penalized with an out.  Each student answers only one question.  Three outs and the other team gets to bat. 

4. Runs are scored when a player crosses home plate.

5. “Outs” are also called for misbehavior during the game.

6. Examples of questions are included on the next page.
