UNIT:

Making Decisions
TASK:

Explain need to study decision making processes.
ACTIVITY TYPE:
SCANS, Teamwork
APPROXIMATE TIME:
One to two class periods
MATERIALS:
Art supplies (paper, poster board, markers, rulers, etc.), Illustration of a decision making process.
PROCEDURE:

1. Gather materials.

2. Discuss the need to study decision-making and the many different processes that people may use to make wise decisions.

3. Divide students into groups.

4. Inform students that they will need to use a decision-making process to complete this assignment.  

5. Students are to create an alternative illustration to the one used at the beginning of instruction.

6. Have students present their alternative illustrations of the decision-making process to the class, or use the illustrations as bulletin board displays.

ENRICHMENT:
Have students keep a journal of the things they discussed and the process they used as they complete the assignment.  Example:  How did they define the problem?  What were the resources they could use?  What were some of the choices they discussed?
