What’s Your Hang-up?

NAME OF ACTIVITY
UNIT:

Making Decisions
TASK:

Explain need to study decision-making processes.
ACTIVITY TYPE:
SCANS, Teamwork
APPROXIMATE TIME:
One to two class periods
MATERIALS:
Wire coat hangers, construction paper or tag board, yarn, or string, markers
PROCEDURE:

1. Divide students into small groups of three or four.

2. Instruct students to use the decision-making process to create a mobile about the decision-making process. 

3. However, before they begin this project, they must write the steps of the decision-making process and explain how they used each step.  They should give clear examples, such as the resources they were able to use, the advantages or disadvantages of the possibilities they came up with.

4. They may use any theme they want (sports, cars, animals, etc.), but they must have an object for each step of the decision-making process.  Encourage students to be creative.

5. Each object must be correctly numbered and labeled as a step of the decision-making process.

6. Hang the mobiles in the classroom.
