How to Research Careers
TASK:

Define terms related to researching careers.
ACTIVITY TYPE:
SCANS, Teamwork
APPROXIMATE TIME:
One class period
MATERIALS:
Index cards or small lined notepads, pencils

1. Some of your students may have played the board game by the same name.  This activity is an adaptation of that game.

2. Divide students into four to five teams.  Give each team a list of terms for the unit. 

3. Each team also receives definitions, but not for all of the terms, only a portion.  Make sure that all of the definitions are distributed, but that no team has the same definitions.

4. Teams will write the definitions for the terms they were given on their index card or notepad, one per card.  They must also use the term correctly in a written sentence.  They will also write these on their index cards or notepads. 

5. After they have completed their definitions and sentences, they should then define (without reference to any notes or other resources) the rest of the definitions and use them in a sentence.  Write the answers on their cards, one per card.

6. Collect all the definitions.  Sort them by term.  Read all of the definitions, one term at a time, to students.  Have each team try to select the correct definition.  

7. Give points each time a team correctly guesses the correct definition as well as points for each correct definition that the teams wrote without the aid of any resource.
