Career Cards

NAME OF ACTIVITY
UNIT:

How to Research Careers
TASK:

Define terms related to researching careers.
ACTIVITY TYPE:
SCANS
APPROXIMATE TIME:
One class period
MATERIALS:
Unlined index cards, magazines, scissors, glue, colored pencils

1. Ask students if any of them have ever been involved in trading some type of card as a hobby.

2. Tell students that they will be making trading cards for the career research unit.

3. Assign each student a vocabulary term.  Pass out index cards.  Have students write the vocabulary term on the front of the card near the bottom.

4. Ask students if they have ever used a special “trick” or memory device to help them remember something.  

5. On the front side of the index card, above the term, tell students to find or draw a picture that they can associate with the term.  For example, wages may be represented by a dollar sign in a clock.  

6. On the back of the card write the definition.

7. After every student has finished their career card, have students trade cards and write each definition in their notebook until they have all the terms.

ENRICHMENT:
You may also do this in small groups, which may make it easier for some of your special needs groups to complete this activity.  Encourage students to share other memory tricks that work for them.
