Career Discovery-Power Point Presentations

UNIT:

How to Research Careers
TASK:

Describe a variety of resources used to research careers.
ACTIVITY TYPE:
Technology
APPROXIMATE TIME:
Five class periods
MATERIALS:
OOH (hard copy or Internet) resources, computers with PowerPoint software.
PROCEDURE:

1. Instruct students on the methods for using the OOH, and provide time for students to gather career information for a career of interest, using the OOH.

2. Determine what and how many graphics, backgrounds, sounds, etc. you want the students to include in their presentations.

3. Instruct students to create or design slides for each category of information found in the OOH categories (Nature of the Work, Working Conditions, etc.)

4. Ask students to make additional slides for an introduction and a conclusion.

5. Have students present their own slideshows!
