UNIT:

How to Research Careers
TASK:

Describe a variety of resources used to research careers.
ACTIVITY TYPE:
Integration
APPROXIMATE TIME:
One week
MATERIALS:
Several sources of career information including books and magazines, Internet, encyclopedias, videos, and people who actually represent different careers.
PROCEDURE:

1. Students completing this project will begin to develop skills for gathering information for research papers, apply writing skills to organize and present information, and use a variety of career information resources.

2. Work out the requirements for the research paper with the English teacher.  

3. Students will write 35 note cards.

4. Students must use 15 resources.

5. Students will complete at least one note card from each resource.

6. Provide time for students to collect information.  You may want to have one day devoted to book and magazine research, one day to Internet research, etc.  Allow students to call for information interviews.

7. English teacher will provide instruction for composition and bibliographies.

8. CO teacher will provide instruction for use of resources and collection of information.

9. In English, students compose a research paper for which they receive a grade.

10. In CO, students prepare a presentation for which they receive a grade.
