UNIT:

How to Research Careers
TASK:

Describe a variety of resources used to research careers.
ACTIVITY TYPE:
Technology, SCANS
APPROXIMATE TIME:
Two class periods
MATERIALS:
Internet connected computers for each student
PROCEDURE:

1. Spend one class period explaining research methods.

2. Focus on two or three websites.  Demonstrate the websites, showing students what kind of information they can find and how to move around in the site.  Several common websites are listed on the following page.

3. On the following day in the computer lab, have students research the career(s) they are interested in.

4. Have students write a summary of the information they learned about the career they found most interesting.  You may want to give students a list of questions they are required to find information for.  Examples of some questions are on the following page.

5. There are several follow up activities you might want to consider with this activity including: oral presentations, written reports to be included in career notebooks, or lists of other career information websites compiled by students.
