Try to do this activity on your own by reading the instructions step by step.
Follow the steps in order. 
1. Connect to the internet.

2. Go to the search box by clicking on the magnifying glass icon.
3. Type in o*net online.

4. Choose the item that has online.onetcenter.org as the universal resource locator.  This will be the 2nd or 3rd box on MSN.  It will say o*net online across the top.
5. Go to Find Occupations.

Do not type in an occupation.  I want you to explore the job families.  Then choose a career to explore from a job family category.  Follow the instructions below.
6. Use the job family category pull down window, then choose your favorite family.

7. Click on go.

8. Choose a career.

9. Write the name of the career on paper titled research.

10. Go to details and click.
11. List on your paper 5 tasks required of this career.

12. Which scored highest in the knowledge category?  Give details.

13. Under the job zone write down the job training needed.

14. Write down the two highest interests areas. 

15. Write down the two highest values under work values.

16. Write down the two highest work needs.

17. Under wages and employment trends, choose a state then click on go.

This will take you to the America’s Career Infonet site.

All jobs will not have a wages and salary section.  If your job does not have this section, go to the America’s Career Infonet site on your own by using search and find the wages and salary.  If you cannot find wages and salary for your job, write a note letting me know.
18. Scroll down to Occupational description.  Write down the occupational description.  Read all of the words on the page before you ask for help.
19. Write down the wages or salary for the job.  The table will have a range of salaries and wages.  Write down the lowest to highest.  Example; $22,000-$53,000
19. If there is a career video on your career you may watch it at this time.  Use headphones if they are available.  Look for the work video on the right hand side under career one stop.
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Click on view, under Windows Media.  See diagram.

20. Enlarge the view of the video by clicking on the small white box with arrow pointing to the right corner, 

Then click on the Maximize box.  Turn down the sound if not using headphones.  All jobs may not have a video.  If your job does not have a video, watch a video for another job.

23. Write a ½ page summary of the career you just researched at the bottom of the information you wrote down about the career.
