UNIT:

Exploring the 16 Occupational Clusters

TASK:

Define the 16 career cluster classification system.
ACTIVITY TYPE:
Integration

APPROXIMATE TIME:
Two class periods

MATERIALS:
Research resources, Internet access, paper and pencil
PROCEDURE:

1. Conservation scientists estimate that somewhere in the world one plant or animal becomes extinct every hour.
2. Have each student choose one plant or animal on the U.S. Department of the Interior’s list of endangered species.

3. Research the plant or animal and write a fictitious newspaper obituary describing it.

4. Include the following items in the article:

a. Genus name

b. Species name

c. Biome and country(s) it inhabits

d. Reason(s) for its extinction

e. Possible ways it could have been saved

5. Check into the possibility of having the students publish their obituaries in the school or local newspaper.

ENRICHMENT:
Make a bulletin board quilt.  Have each student draw a picture of the endangered species they selected on a six-inch square piece of paper.  Place the squares in a patchwork pattern on the bulletin board.
