UNIT:

Exploring the 16 Occupational Clusters

TASK:

Define the 16 career cluster classification system.

ACTIVITY TYPE:
Integration

APPROXIMATE TIME:
One to two class periods

MATERIALS:
Paper, pencil, Internet access

PROCEDURE:

1. Discuss the value of pursuing a career in areas that are related to personal interests.  In Arkansas, wildlife sporting provides numerous recreational and occupational opportunities.

Arkansas’ Big Game Investigations

Directions:  The following are examples of data that a wildlife specialist and wildlife biologist would be responsible for gathering to assist the fish and game warden in enforcing regulations.  Believe it or not, a great number of math skills are needed in these careers to ensure that sound management plans are implemented and enforced.

1. In Drew County, the estimated deer population is 55,271.  If 25 per cent of the herd are bucks, how many bucks are there in Drew County?

2. The number of acres per deer is calculated by dividing acres of deer range by the estimated deer population.  Cleveland County has 368,440 acres of deer range and an estimated deer population of 24,728.  What is the number of acres per deer?

3. Ouachita County has an estimated deer population of 26,044.  There are 7,657 fawns.  What is the percentage of fawns in the herd?

4. A total of 147,998 Arkansas white-tailed anterless permits were scheduled to be issued in the Ouachta National Forest area.  In addition, 2,694 late permits and 3,106 supplemental permits were issued.  What is the total number of all permits issued?

5. In 1990, there were 5,736 hunters and 44,382 hunter days in Grant County.  What were the total hunter days per hunter?

6. In 1990, there were 1,293 antlered deer killed in Ashley County.  In addition, there were 800 anterless deer killed.  What was the total number of deer killed?
