TASK:

Introduce the 16 Career Clusters
ACTIVITY TYPE:
INTEGRATION
APPROXIMATE TIME:
Two to three class periods
MATERIALS:
16 Career Clusters definitions
PROCEDURE:

1. Discuss the 16 Career Clusters and hand out definitions. 
2. Allow students to choose three that most closely meet their interests at this time and share their reasons why.

3. Divide the class into teams of 3-4 students.

4.   Allow students to work in their teams to write and choreograph a rap or song that 

      teaches about one of the 16 clusters.  Encourage them to add appropriate wardrobe    

      when they perform.

5.   Each rap or song should include the cluster title, definition, examples of four jobs and  

      descriptions of those jobs.

6.   Video their performances and allow students to evaluate their own presentation. 

7.   The teacher will evaluate each performance according to Following the Guidelines, 

      Creativity, Teamwork, and Organization.

ENRICHMENT:
Have students research a cluster of their choice and create a collage that includes the title, education/training, personality, work environment, and a variety of jobs.
