UNIT:

Exploring the 16 Occupational Clusters
TASK:

Define terms related to exploring occupational clusters.
ACTIVITY TYPE:
SCANS, Teamwork
APPROXIMATE TIME:
One class period
MATERIALS:
Activity sheet handout (on following page), glue, scissors, newspaper want ads, definitions of clusters, pathways, and job examples
PROCEDURE:

1. Provide students with the “wheel”(www.v-tecs.org) diagram packet illustrating the sixteen clusters, job pathways, and occupational specialties.  Point out how the jobs are grouped by the similar knowledge, skills, and abilities needed for career success in the different areas.

2. Divide students into small groups and give each group a section of employment want ads.  Provide each group with scissors, glue, and an activity sheet.

3. Tell students to find one employment want ad for each career cluster.  Cut out the ad and glue it in the appropriate box on the activity sheet.
