UNIT:

Exploring the 16 Occupational Clusters

TASK:

Define the 16 career cluster classification system.
ACTIVITY TYPE:
Teamwork, SCANS

APPROXIMATE TIME:
One class period

MATERIALS:
Newspaper for each group, masking tape
PROCEDURE:

1. Prior to this activity, students should have explored the Architecture and Construction Cluster.  

2. Discuss basic architectural structures with students.  Divide students into groups of three.  Give students ten to fifteen minutes to develop a plan to build a structure that will serve as a shelter for three persons.

3. Give each group a plastic bag full of newspaper and a roll of masking tape.  

4. Tell students that they are to build the structure for which they developed a plan, but they must do so without verbal discussion.

5. Have students demonstrate that the structure can indeed shelter the entire group.

ENRICHMENT:
Prior to this activity have students build a model of the structure using plastic drinking straws and scotch tape.
