UNIT:

Exploring the 16 Occupational Clusters

TASK:

Define the 16 career cluster classification system.
ACTIVITY TYPE:
Integration, Teamwork

APPROXIMATE TIME:
One class period

MATERIALS:
Rulers, notebook paper, pencils, list of objects to be measured
PROCEDURE:

1. Explain to students the importance of accurate measurements in construction activities.

2. Give students a list of objects to be measured.  Include small items that can be measured with a ruler as well as large items that are larger than one foot, such as the length of a wall or the height of a doorway.  Set up the classroom where students rotate to different objects.  

3. Allow students to work in pairs.  One student should record the measurement, but both should have the opportunity to measure items, either alone or working as a team.

4. All measurements should be accurate to the ¼”.  Convert all measurements over 12” to feet and inches.

5. Continue until all items have been measured.

6. Compare measurements.

ENRICHMENT:
If measurements are different, allow students to demonstrate the way the arrived at their answer.  Discuss other ways to arrive at the measurements besides using a ruler.
