Art Exhibit

NAME OF ACTIVITY
UNIT:

Exploring the 16 Occupational Clusters

TASK:

Define the 16 career cluster classification system.
ACTIVITY TYPE:
Multicultural, Integration
APPROXIMATE TIME:
Two to three class periods
MATERIALS:
Books or Internet connected computers for research, art supplies 
PROCEDURE:

1. Discuss careers in Visual Arts.  Help students define key terms such as curator, theme, design, etc.

2. Divide students into teams of four and tell students that they have been appointed as an elite team of art curators for an exhibit that will be coming to their school.  The theme for the art show is “Art Around the World.”  As curators for the exhibit, they need to select art works from another country to show how art shapes culture and society.  NOTE:  This may be a new concept to your students, and you may need to lead a classroom discussion about it before beginning the assignment. 

3. Each team of curators should select three works of art from the country they have chosen.  For each work, the students should include a summary of the impact that the piece or artist has had on his/her homeland culture.

4. After selecting the artwork (visual representations required) to be included in the exhibit, students should develop an original work of their own in keeping with the theme/country they have chosen.

5. Each team of curators will develop a plan to display the works they have chosen for the rest of the class.

6. This is also a webquest activity.  If you want to use the webquest site, be sure to review it completely before beginning the assignment.
