Exploring the 16 Occupational Clusters
TASK:

Define the 16 career cluster classification system.

ACTIVITY TYPE:
SCANS 
APPROXIMATE TIME:
One class period
MATERIALS:
Paper, pencil
PROCEDURE:

1. Set the stage by telling students that they have been hired as the editor of the local daily newspaper.  One of the responsibilities that they may encounter is to edit the stories and/or headlines written and submitted by the staff reporters.

2. Show students some examples of headlines in the newspaper, and discuss the styles that are used. 

3. Post the following headlines where students can see them.  Their task is to rewrite the headlines by removing any unnecessary words or slightly changing the remaining words.  Use no more than five words in any one headline.  Write the new headlines in a correct style.

· The local school will open on September 1st.

· John P. Jones of Central High School has won a college scholarship.

· Peace is finally achieved in the Middle East.

· A cat burglar robbed three houses last night.

· The experts have predicted a serious gasoline shortage.

· A community art show will be held Saturday night in Lincoln Park.

· An unidentified flying object is sighted over the city by 123 local citizens.

· The Los Angeles Dodgers beat the New York Yankees by a score of 22-0.

· Colin Powell returned today from a peace conference in Damascus.

· The new city park will be open to the public today.

4. Have the students read the headlines they wrote.  Play “I can write that headline in _______words.”

ENRICHMENT:
Explain the “inverted triangle” style of news story writing.  Have students write a news story for one of the headlines.
