UNIT:

Exploring the 16 Occupational Clusters

TASK:

Define the 16 career cluster classification system.
ACTIVITY TYPE:
Technology, SCANS

APPROXIMATE TIME:
One class period

MATERIALS:
Internet access, paper
PROCEDURE:

1. More and more communication at work and school is accomplished through electronic means, either web sites or e-mail.  Hold a classroom discussion with your students about the advantages and disadvantages of e-mail and other forms of electronic communication.

2. Divide students into teams of two.

3. Discuss the term “netiquette.”  Why do you think such a term is necessary?

4. Instruct students to research “netiquette” on the Internet.  They may want to divide their findings into categories such as rules for e-mail, discussion lists or chat rooms, telenet, etc.

5. Create a brochure outlining basic rules for using electronic communication. 

ENRICHMENT:
How many of your students have e-mail accounts?  There are several free e-mail account services.  Look into the possibility of helping your students set up e-mail accounts, but make sure that you have the permission of both parents and administrators before you do.
