TASK:

Define the 16 career cluster classification system.

ACTIVITY TYPE:
SCANS 
APPROXIMATE TIME:
Two-three class periods, additional partial class periods
MATERIALS:
Software package that includes a word processor, database manager, and spreadsheet, binding machine and binding combs (optional), paper, card stock
PROCEDURE:

1. Secure permission from administration to conduct a school-based enterprise to develop a school calendar.

2. Appoint jobs to students for Sales and Promotion, Database Management, Graphic Design, Financial Management, Production and Operation, and Distribution

3. The students who work in Sales and Promotion are responsible for creating advertising posters, announcements, etc.  You may also have a group in this area that is responsible for selling “special events (birthdays)” entries to students.  Consider publishing special school events (PTA meetings) and club activities (athletic events, CTSO events) for free.  Other sales responsibilities would include taking orders for the finished product.

4. Students who work in Database Management are responsible for correctly entering the birthdays, other events, and picture icons in the calendar database.

5. Students who work in Graphic Design are responsible for creating the illustrations that face the actual monthly calendar and the cover design. You may have students do this on the computer or by pen and ink illustrations.

6. Students who work in Financial Management will develop a budget and keep a spreadsheet of expenses for the project.  

7. Students who work in Production and Operation are responsible for collating and binding the calendar.

8. Students who work in Distribution will develop a plan for delivering the finished product to the buyers.

ENRICHMENT:
This is really a multi-cluster activity.  Encourage students to think of creative ways to accomplish their assigned “career” objective.  For example, the Marketing and Promotion workers may want to work with the Graphic Designers to promote a school wide contest for the cover design.  

The great thing about this activity is that it allows students to look at how several occupations are involved in the accomplishment of a single objective.  If you do this at the beginning of the year, it’s also a great way to raise funds for your CO Club to help sponsor and pay for club activities.
