Book Bonanza

NAME OF ACTIVITY
UNIT:

Exploring the 16 Occupational Clusters

TASK:

Define the 16 career cluster classification system.
ACTIVITY TYPE:
Integration, Teamwork, Non-traditional

APPROXIMATE TIME:
Two to three class periods

MATERIALS:
Computers with desktop publishing capabilities, printer, paper, stapler or binding equipment
PROCEDURE:

1. Children who are read to and who learn to enjoy books usually do well in school.  Many activities, although they are designed to be “fun,” are educational in nature.  Pre-school teachers design many activities that help their young students prepare for the skills they will learn later. 

2. In this activity, students will design a book about careers for the younger student.  

3. Divide students into pairs and allow each pair to select one career that they both have an interest in or assign each pair a specific cluster.  This will be the subject of the book they will create.

4. The book must have an illustrated cover with the title, an illustration, and the authors’ names.

5. Each book should have a minimum of five pages but encourage your students to not settle for the minimum.  Every page should have an illustration and a brief story line to go with the illustration. Encourage students to find non-traditional or multi-cultural pictures or illustrations for their books.

6. The story should include what people in that career do, where they work, what kinds of equipment or tools they use, what kinds of skills they need, and other jobs like it.  (If written in that manner though, it would be a very boring book.  The books need characters, a plot, and a setting.)

7. Bind the books and give them to a local preschool.

ENRICHMENT:
Take the students on a field trip to the local preschool and have them read the books they created to the children.
