Bulletin Boards

NAME OF ACTIVITY
UNIT:

Exploring the 16 Occupational Clusters

TASK:

Define the 16 career cluster classification system.
ACTIVITY TYPE:
SCANS, Teamwork, Technology

APPROXIMATE TIME:
One to two class periods

MATERIALS:
Computers with graphic software, printer
PROCEDURE:

1. Conduct a classroom discussion about learning styles.  What type of learning styles do bulletin boards address?  A teacher uses several different methods to instruct students with various learning styles.  One of those is with visual aids.

2. In this activity, students will be assigned one of the sixteen occupational clusters for which they will design a bulletin board.  

3. The bulletin board must have the name of the cluster, a definition of the cluster, the job pathways, common skills, and several examples of occupation specialties within the cluster.

4. Divide students into teams and assign each team a different cluster. 

5. Have the students use the computer to create an illustration of the bulletin board for their cluster.  Encourage students to be creative, to use illustrations, and easy-to-read copy.

ENRICHMENT:
For extra credit, have the students actually create and display the bulletin board they designed during the study of the different clusters.
