Teacher, Teacher, I Declare…

NAME OF ACTIVITY
UNIT:

Exploring the 16 Occupational Clusters
TASK:

Define the 16 career cluster classification system.

ACTIVITY TYPE:
SCANS, Technology
APPROXIMATE TIME:
Minimum of one week for preparation and presentation
MATERIALS:
Career research materials, computers for presentations
PROCEDURE:

1. Ask students if they have ever thought how they would do things differently if they were a teacher?  In this activity, they will have a chance to do just that.

2. Assign three to four students per cluster to research.  They should look for important facts including the definition, the pathways, and the occupations, but they also need to make it interesting by relating the cluster to real life.  

3. Students are to work together as a group to prepare a 15-20 minute presentation about the cluster to the rest of the class.  Presentations should include a handout or activity of some sort, a visual “organizer,” and a five-question quiz.  They have to complete their own quiz as well as those presented by the other groups.

4. Encourage students to use technology and to be creative in their presentations.

5. After the activity, ask students to discuss how they would like to prepare a lesson every day for a classroom of students.  What kinds of SCANS skills did they have to use?  Remind students how important it is to be able to demonstrate the types of skills they had to use to complete this assignment in the world of work, even in areas outside of the Education and Training cluster.
