NAME OF ACTIVITY
UNIT:

Exploring the 16 Occupational Clusters

TASK:

Define the 16 career cluster classification system.
ACTIVITY TYPE:
Integration, Multi-cultural

APPROXIMATE TIME:
One class period

MATERIALS:
Currency conversion chart or Internet access, activity sheet (following page), pencil
PROCEDURE:

1. Discuss currency used by other countries.  Explain that bankers and other people that deal with investments must be familiar with the currency of other countries as well as that of the United States.

2. Have students find the current currency conversion rates on the Internet. A good site that gives up to date conversion rates is http://moneycentral.msn.com.  

3. Using the conversion rates, have students compute the value of U.S. currency to the currency for the countries listed. 

4. What are some other instances when a person would need to know the currency conversion rates?

ENRICHMENT:
Have students create their own currency for a new government.  For example, if buckets were the standard currency, how many buckets would a loaf of bread be worth?  Allow them to be creative, but remind them of the value of currency, no matter what it may be called.
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Directions:  Using the currency conversion rates from the chart your teacher gave you or from the information you found on the Internet, convert the following U.S. dollars into the currency indicated.  For example, if the U.S. dollar were worth 3.47 in Argentine pesos, 10.00 dollars would be worth 34.70 in Argentine pesos.
