NAME OF ACTIVITY
UNIT:

Exploring the 16 Occupational Clusters

TASK:

Define the 16 career cluster classification system.
ACTIVITY TYPE:
Multi-cultural, Integration

APPROXIMATE TIME:
Two to three class periods

MATERIALS:
Research resources, paper and pencil, presentation software or materials
PROCEDURE:

1. Holidays are symbols of what a society values, but in order for a special day to be recognized as a national or state holiday, the legislative or executive branches of government must pass or issue acts and proclamations. 

2. Divide the class into groups and have them research different holidays.  You may want to assign each group a holiday to avoid repetition and then have students present their findings as a group to the rest of the class.

3. Encourage students to research holidays celebrated in different countries or cultures.  Have students examine the evolution of the holiday to find out if people have changed the original meaning.  How do different countries preserve the celebration of special days?

4. Have students suggest a holiday that they feel should be celebrated.  How would the celebration or festival preserve the traditions and history of the community?

5. Write a proclamation recognizing the day as a special event and share it with the class.

ENRICHMENT:
Have students present the proclamation to the administration or school board and develop a plan for the celebration of the day as an additional activity for the Hospitality and Tourism Cluster.
