NAME OF ACTIVITY
UNIT:

Exploring the 16 Occupational Clusters

TASK:

Define the 16 career cluster classification system.

ACTIVITY TYPE:
Teamwork, Integration, Multi-cultural Activities

APPROXIMATE TIME:
Two to three class periods

MATERIALS:
Geography books and research material, paper and pencil

PROCEDURE:

1. Many scientists believe that the continents of the earth have separated and drifted apart over time.  This is called plate tectonics.  Discuss this theory with students.  If possible, show them maps that depict how the earth’s land masses may have appeared if this theory is correct.
2. Divide the students into small groups, and present the following scenario:

Two land masses have moved back together.  As members of a legislative group, they must try to understand the consequences of the event and the impact it would have on:

Environment

Societal groups

Government

Legal tender (money)

Transportation

Agriculture

3. Students may select any two land masses and research the categories above, preparing a chart that shows the similarities and differences.

4. Have each group write five laws that will ensure the safety, health, and peace in the new area.

ENRICHMENT:
Have students discuss the possible changes that would or must occur and the impact those changes would have on the citizens for both land areas.

Have students write a news article that describes the impact of the changes on the citizens of the newly formed area.
