NAME OF ACTIVITY
UNIT:

Exploring the 16 Occupational Clusters

TASK:

Define the 16 career cluster classification system.
ACTIVITY TYPE:
SCANS, Teamwork

APPROXIMATE TIME:
Two to three class periods

MATERIALS:
Poster boards or other presentation materials, research resources
PROCEDURE:

1. Conduct a classroom discussion with students about the greatest health or safety issue that faces young students entering junior high or middle school.

2. Divide students into small groups.

3. Students will be assuming the role of public health professionals in this activity.  As such, they must identify one health or safety issue where they think they can make a difference and develop a campaign to inform young students about the dangers associated with this issue and offer suggestions for dealing with it. 

4. Stress to students the importance of having accurate information before beginning any such campaign.  

5. Students research the issue they have chosen and develop a presentation for the rest of the class.  The presentation must involve all the students in the group and include visual aids.  Encourage students to use technology and design the presentation so that it will appeal to the age group that it targets.

ENRICHMENT:
Arrange for students to present their campaign to a group of younger students.
