UNIT:

Exploring the 16 Occupational Clusters
TASK:

Define the 16 career cluster classification system.

ACTIVITY TYPE:
Integration
APPROXIMATE TIME:
Two to three class periods
MATERIALS:
Research resources, paper for charts and graphs
PROCEDURE:

1. Discuss with students the symptoms they experience when suffering from a cold or the flu.  Explain that many workers in Health Science careers conduct studies or interviews to tabulate information so that medical scientists can work toward the discovery of medical treatments or cures.

2. Allow students to work in groups to find the similarities and differences of colds and flu.  Instruct them to complete a chart (perhaps a T-Chart) showing the information.

3. With a leader-prepared list of symptoms, a small group of learners visits other classrooms to tabulate what symptoms these participants experienced.  Get permission from the other teachers first.

4. Discuss or review different kinds of graphs (circle, line, bar).  Have the students prepare graphs of the symptoms.

5. Have participants make oral presentations about their findings.

ENRICHMENT:
Ask students to write an essay about diseases of the future.  What will they be, what will cause them, how will they be cured?
