UNIT:

Exploring the 16 Occupational Clusters

TASK:

Define the 16 career cluster classification system.
ACTIVITY TYPE:
Teamwork, SCANS

APPROXIMATE TIME:
One to two class periods

MATERIALS:
First aid materials, resource information for students to review
PROCEDURE:

1. Before beginning this activity, secretly recruit several students who are willing to experience “medical emergencies.”  Talk to them about their “emergency” and make sure they understand what their actions or symptoms should be.  Include several different types of emergencies including cuts or other tissue wounds, burns, broken bones, choking, poisoning, heart attacks, or other sudden illnesses.

2. Have students review the “ABC’s” of emergency and first aid treatment.  There are several web sites where students can find this type of information in addition to numerous free materials provided by health and other community organizations. One web site is http://library.thinkquest.org/10624/heart.html. 

3. Invite a guest speaker that will talk to students about rescue or emergency procedures.  Tell the speaker that several times during the presentation, a student will experience a “medical emergency.”  Ask other students to recommend the proper first-aid procedure. 

4. Ask the speaker to help clarify any mistakes or omissions that may have occurred during the students’ suggestions for emergency treatment.

ENRICHMENT:
Have students create a colorful brochure outlining basic first aid procedures.  Give the brochures to the school nurse or school office.
