UNIT:

Exploring the 16 Occupational Clusters

TASK:

Define the 16 career cluster classification system.
ACTIVITY TYPE:
SCANS, Teamwork

APPROXIMATE TIME:
Two to three class periods

MATERIALS:
Computers with desktop publishing capabilities, variety of magazines, Internet access
PROCEDURE:

1. Divide students into working groups.  Assign each group a career area.  Examples of groups might be restaurant owner/manager, rental car agent/ship captain, hotel manager, and travel agent.  It may be desirable to have more than one group for each career area.

2. Each group will plan, design, and create on paper a name, theme, etc. to advertise their services.

3. Have each group use the computer to publish their advertising brochure or pamphlet.

4. Post the brochures for students to view and have each group select one person in their group to plan a vacation for using the advertised services.

5. Have students present the vacation plans to the rest of the class.

ENRICHMENT:
Research the costs of similar vacations using magazines, Internet, or other available resources.  Allow each student to plan his or her own imagination destination.
