UNIT:

Exploring the 16 Occupational Clusters

TASK:

Define the 16 career cluster classification system.
ACTIVITY TYPE:
SCANS, Teamwork

APPROXIMATE TIME:
Two to three class periods

MATERIALS:
Paper, colored pencils or computers with publishing capabilities/printers
PROCEDURE:

1. Ask students to volunteer to share their summer camp experiences or other planned summer activities.  What did they enjoy most?  What would they do differently if they were planning a summer camp for young children? 

2. In this activity, students will assume the responsibility of a camp counselor/director.  They must make sure that the campers have a good, but safe and busy, time.  Discuss the importance of a variety of activities, i.e., crafts, outdoor or recreational activities, and quiet activities.

3. The guidelines for planning the itinerary are on the following page.

4. The campers are ages 6-8, and there are approximately 50 campers expected to attend.  The camp will last for two days.

5. Encourage the students to be creative in preparing the camp information packet.
