NAME OF ACTIVITY
UNIT:

Exploring the 16 Occupational Clusters

TASK:

Define the 16 career cluster classification system.

ACTIVITY TYPE:
Integration, Technology, Multi-cultural Activities

APPROXIMATE TIME:
Two to three class periods

MATERIALS:
White paper, computers with graphic or publishing capability
PROCEDURE:

1. Nearly all travel bureaus and resorts use brochures as a marketing tool.  A well-designed brochure can considerably increase the business from travelers and visitors. Collect several examples of these brochures to show to the class.  What appeals to them? What doesn’t?
2. Divide students into pairs.  Introduce desktop publishing to the students.  Most integrated software packages have a template design for creating brochures.  

3. Have each pair select a site of interest to potential visitors.  Research potential tourist attractions at or near the site.

4. Using a combination of words and graphics, have each team create a brochure for the selected site.

5. The brochure should be an 8½” x 11” tri-fold.  It should be printed on both sides.

6. Display completed brochures on a bulletin board and allow students to choose a vacation destination.

ENRICHMENT:
Have students complete a travel itinerary for the destination of their choosing.  The itinerary should include transportation, lodging, meal, and entertainment plans for a minimum of three days.  Have students prepare a budget for their vacation.  Remind them to allow for unexpected or miscellaneous expenses.
