As a member of a large travel agency, you have been asked to develop a mini-vacation which would promote travel within the United States.  You are to complete the following by: 


1. Contact your assigned state’s tourism department and request free vacation information.  First try to do this using the Internet, if you not successful, see me for a phone number of your state’s tourism department.

When you request information, ALWAYS use the school’s address for two reasons: 1) for safety, you should not send out your personal contact information over the Internet, 2) I will know when you receive your travel packets.

2. Once you receive your materials in the mail, immediately start working on your project.  Read all books, brochures, pamphlets, etc. in your packet.  Choose one area in your state to focus on and create a vacation package for a four day, three night mini-vacation.  We will allow three working days in class to complete this project.  Dates to be announced - according to when our materials have all arrived.

3. Create a travel poster of your vacation package which should include an itinerary and cost analysis showing all of the  following:

3. Method of travel and estimated cost (by car, train, airplane, etc.) If you plan to fly, you may look at www.expedia.com, www.travelocity.com, or any airline web-site for flight information and costs. 

3. Travel arrangements while on vacation - rental car + gas, taxi, walk, etc.

3. Location and cost of at least three meals per day
3. ALL activities planned and cost for each - be specific, for ex: shopping for a day, spent $5000 is not specific enough -- specify mall, stores, etc. -- you may only shop one day
3. Photos of your destination.
NOTE: You may have to use the Internet to help you complete your project, do not rely on the mailed materials alone.
BONUS: You have finished the assigned project early and have some great ideas that would promote travel within your home state of Arkansas.  You create a weekend vacation promotion following the same guidelines as the first assignment and present it after your initial project.  25 bonus points
