TASK:

Define the 16 career cluster classification system.

ACTIVITY TYPE:
Integration, Teamwork
APPROXIMATE TIME:
Three to four class periods
MATERIALS:
Research resources, student-provided project materials
PROCEDURE:

1. Students need to learn the basic skills needed to manage a balanced life, including family, career, and community.  People who work in many of the Human Services careers work to help people understand how to manage these responsibilities.

2. Have students work together in teams and choose a topic from the following list (or one that you approve):

a. Developing a Budget

b. Consumer Shopping

c. Menu Planning

d. Time Management

e. Hosting a Banquet

3. Ask students to research the topic to learn the information they would need to help someone else understand the chosen topic.  Keep a research log or diary.

4. Teams should create a project using various learning aides such as charts, models, games, pictures, graphs, toys, or other visual materials to present their research to the rest of the class.
