Fire Safety

NAME OF ACTIVITY
UNIT:

Exploring the 16 Occupational Clusters

TASK:

Define the 16 career cluster classification system.
ACTIVITY TYPE:
SCANS, Teamwork, Integration

APPROXIMATE TIME:
Two to three class periods

MATERIALS:
Students provided props and costumes, paper and pencil
PROCEDURE:

1. Invite a firefighter to speak to the class about careers in this area.  Ask him/her to also address fire safety issues.  Collect fire safety educational materials targeted to elementary or younger-age students.

2. Divide students into small groups.  Instruct the groups that they are going to be working on a community service project for younger students.

3. Each group is to write a three-minute skit that will emphasize fire safety principles found in the materials and information collected earlier.  The skit should be geared to elementary age students.

4. Students are to bring any necessary props or costumes from home.  

5. Allow students time to rehearse their skits.  Each group should perform their skit for the rest of the class prior to the real performance.  

6. Arrange with an elementary school teacher/principal to allow the students to perform their skits.

ENRICHMENT:
You may prefer to have students create fire safety brochures to distribute to the younger students.  Remind students about the reading and comprehension levels of the younger student.  With either activity, you should be mindful about whether your students’ work is age-appropriate for younger children.
