NAME OF ACTIVITY
UNIT:

Exploring the 16 Occupational Clusters

TASK:

Define the 16 career cluster classification system.
ACTIVITY TYPE:
SCANS

APPROXIMATE TIME:
One class period or less

MATERIALS:
Picture from magazine, book, or any source, with several inconspicuous details, projection device, paper and pencil
PROCEDURE:

1. Select a picture that will be large enough for all students to see clearly or one that can be enlarged using a projector.  Try to select a picture that has several details that a person might easily overlook while observing the larger details of the picture, i.e.; a clock in the background, a street sign, etc.

2. Do not tell students about the activity before you begin.  You might want to have the picture on the projector when they enter the classroom with instructions to look at the picture until you are ready to start class.

3. After two or three minutes, remove the picture so that students can no longer see it.  Ask students to get out a piece of paper and a pencil.

4. Using details that you pre-selected from the picture ask students to identify specific elements that would indicate how keen their powers of observation were. 

5. Return the picture so that students can look for the details they missed.

6. Discuss the importance of careful observation skills in careers in the Criminal Justice and Corrections pathway.

ENRICHMENT:
Allow students to play twenty questions, using the names of careers in the cluster or well-known law enforcement characters.  One student selects a character or career.  Other students take turns trying to guess the selection by asking questions, but the questions can only be answered with a yes or no.  When twenty questions have been asked, the selector must tell the others who his/her character was.  If someone guesses the character before twenty questions, they get to select a character or career and try to stump the rest of the class.
